HISTORY OF MDMLG 

The Metropolitan Detroit 

Medical Library Group 

(MDMLG) can trace its 

roots to the Biological Sci-

ences Group established 

by the Michigan Chapter of 

the Special Libraries Associ-

ation in 1946. It existed pri-

marily as a social group un-

til the mid-1950s when the 

members began to experi-

ment with various projects. 

During the 1960s, several 

plans came into fruition in-

cluding the production of a 

serial locator tool, the crea-

tion of a union catalog of 

monographs, and the es-

tablishment of an active 

interlibrary loan network. 

The group began the pro-

cess of formal organization 

and chose its current name 

in 1970.
